OPEN BURNING PERMIT APPLICATION AND INSTRUCTIONS

DEBRIS BURNING INSTRUCTIONS

1. No more than 2 (two) piles of debris.

2. Each pile not to exceed 4 feet across and 2 feet high.

3. You Must Call the FLFD Office during business hours @ 928-535-4644 “PRIOR” to burning – leaving a message on the Fire Department recorder will “NOT” give you authorization to burn - you must speak to Fire Department Personnel and be registered to burn.     

4. Have water onsite and immediately available before burning.

5. Fire must be fully extinguished by 4pm daily. 

6. No “Broadcast” or “Ditch” burning is allowed at any time. 

7. Campfires are allowed at this time but ADEQ does not allow for the burning of pine needles in campfires or at night. 

8. Campfires shall not exceed 3 feet in diameter.  Anything larger than 3 feet is “NOT” a campfire.
